SENATOR COORDSEN: One minute.

SENATOR WARNER: ...review if that impact was wider than what
was anticipated by the fiscal note. The fiscal note represents
what was done with the corporations that currently are paying it
and what, if they were to leave. I would quite agree with you
that some of these large...that have significant capital
investment in the state are not likely to move out because of a
variety of reasons why they would not be economically feasible
to do, but it certainly, expansion could occur, certainly some
entities that have a relatively small capital investment in the
state or a capital investment that could easily be disposed of
are the ones that are candidates for moving. It was indicated
at the hearing that there had been some, and 1 don"t recall the
names but there were names given that had actually relocated, as
I recall, one or two of them across the river.
