So these are
statistics that are real, that we are aware of, and that we
continue to ignore when it comes to discussions like this and
everybody 1is telling everybody about how we have to help these

individuals. We are helping these individuals. We are doing
everything within our power, and if you are talking money, then
maybe go work in an emergency pregnancy services place. Let"s
start kicking in through the community, folks. If we can'"t

afford tK in tax dollars, then let"s give it to them in hard
work beca ise that is something 1 am always willing todo and

able to do still. And it is the same thing with campaign
financing, 1if you don"t have it in the money, you have got to
make it upin the footwork, and that is what we have got to
start asking communities to do is if you are going tocomplain

to us about your taxes, then we are going to.
SENATOR HALL: One minute.

SENATOR WITEK: ...we are going to go ahead and cut them, and we
are going to ask you to back that up with community service.

SENATOR HALL: Thank you, Senator Witek. Senator Pirsch, yours
is the last light, would you like to be recognized to close, or
do you want to speak?
