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capitol around this country. You all need to realize that when
you get these black men and these black women who praise America
and say it the greatest country in the world, you get an Uncle
Tom, like Clarence Thomas, who married a white woman and now
he % in Nirvana, they don X represent us. And that s why Reagan
chose him, or Bush, because he 5s worse for black people than a
dyed in the wool racist like Josse Helms. I would rather Jesse
Helms were on the Supreme Court than Clarence Thomas. You
cannot speak for us. You cannot choose those and designate
those who speak for us. And I venture to say that what I*m
saying here will not be uttered in any other legislature in this
state, and it wouldn"t have been uttered in this one if it had
not been for me, and you can"t find a word of what 1 said that
was not true. You may not light it, but not a word which is
not true. You see the gap between the rich and the poor getting
greater and greater in this country. If you study history, if
you study current events, you can see fc'.iat those kind of
conditions lead people to do. You can wish, hope and pray that
it won"t happen, and they were saying in places like Oklahoma,
they say it in places like Nebraska, it cannot happen here.
There are people in Nebraska taking their children out of these
federal daycare centers now because they are so afraid. Wiie®
you live with the kind of anxiety which isa matter of 24 hours
a day for black people who are around whitepeople at any time,
this thing in Oklahoma City is not that great a thing in terms
of being out of the ordinary. A lot of us wonder why it is just
now happening. And we"re not surprised that it"s a white person
who did 1it. White people get angry and they do things, they go
out, they 1  kill up 20 people and kill their family and then
kill themselves. See, my advice to them is kill themselves
first, reverse it, do that and then if they"ve got anything
left, then kill their family. But when you see the mass
murders, Richard Speck was not black. This guy who killed all
those boys and buried them under his basement in Chicago, he was
not black, none of those mass murderers. But when you talk
about crime, you turn on your television and you always see a
black man with his face on the ground and some white cop with
his knee in the back. When they break-in in a house going for
drugs, they break-in in a house of some woman terrified, and her
little children, but the thousands of pounds of drugs and
millions, 1in some cases, brought to this country and transported
in semitrailer trucks are done by white people. How many white
people homes do you see them break into? Crime in this country
wears a black face, but that is not the truth of the situation
and somebody needs to tell it. And as little impact as what |
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
