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SENATOR WEHRBEIN: Go ahead, Senator Hillman.

SENATOR HILLMAN: The A bill just follows what the fiscal note
said and it appropriates $50,000 in cash funds to follow what 
the fiscal note says and I would appreciate your advancement of 
the A bill.

PRESIDENT ROBAK: Thank you, Senator Hillman. .Senator Wehrbein.

SENATOR WEHRBEIN: Yes, these are estimated for those that
want...or might want to know. Since this is a new fund they're 
wanting, it's an estimate of how many will be handled. We will 
adjust this accordingly in the future.

PRESIDENT ROBAK: Thank you, Senator Wehrbein. Is there any
further discussion on the advancement of LB 89A? Seeing none, 
Senator Hillman waives closing, Senator Wehrbein waives closing. 
The question before the body is the advancement of LB 89A. All 
those in favor vote aye; all those opposed vote nay. Please 
record.

CLERK: 25 ayes, 0 nays, Madam President, on the advancement of
LB 8 9 A .

PRESIDENT ROBAK: LB 89A advances. LB 311.

CLERK: 311, a bill by Senator Wehrbein. (Read title.) Bill
was introduced on January 11 of this year, at that time referred 
to the Appropriations Committee, advanced to General File. I 
have no amendments to the bill, Madam President.

PRESIDENT R C B A K : The Chair recognizes Senator Wehrbein to open
on the bill.

SENATOR WEHRBEIN: Yes.. Madam Speaker, members of the body,
this, the reason for this bill goes back to the deficit bill 
that we did in January of this year, if you recall The amount 
at that time was $434,103 that we paid back in federal funds to 
the federal government for funds that were...that had been kept 
by the state up until that point for the retirement on federal 
f unds... pension funds that were taken away or taken off of the 
federal money that wes pay...used jn Nebraska. We had to repay 
for '89-90, '90-91 and '91-92, if you remember that issue, in
the form of a deficit of $434,103. What this bill proposes to
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
