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SENATOR CHAMBERS: But they don' t go to anything about the
license not being taken. Even though I don't like that. If the 
body is insistent on passing something and is convinced that 
this is a way that can get child support collected, and we have 
a judge involved, and not the bureaucrats, then I would offer an
amendment to reinstate the professional license that would be
available for the judge to lift and not just get the blue collar 
or no collar person but the white collar and the double breasted 
suited person. So I hope that you will vote in favor of the 
reconsideration motion.
PRESIDENT ROBAK: Thank you Senator Chambers. Senator Witek.
SENATOR WITEK: I would like to yield my time to Senator
Chambers.
PRESIDENT ROBAK: Senator Chambers
SENATOR CHAMBERS: Because we are out of time, are we going to
proceed Mr. Speaker, I see you are up there.
PRESIDENT ROBAK: There is one further light on Senator
Chambers, it is Senator Robinson's light.
SENATOR CHAMBERS: Then I will pass, thank you Senator Witek for
the time though.
PRESIDENT ROB^K: Senator Robinson, your light is next. Senator
Robinson. Senator Chambers to close.
SENATOR CHAMBERS: Madam President, what I dread is that enough
people may not be here to give a successful vote on this motion. 
But I do believe that it is valid and another approach will have 
to be taken if we don't have enough votes to reconsider. It 
will take 25 votes. What we can wind up doing is putting 
ourselves back in a position to consider Senator Witek's 
amendment which never got a vote. And, I do believe that that 
approach is far superior to the one contained in this amendment
that was adopted and with all of. the concerns expressed and the
lack of certitude about it, I think we ought to vote to
reconsider. Mr. Speaker, I will ask for a call of the house.
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
