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always the better lure out there so they"re willing to spend
that, that fiva dollars on a lure. And from the conclave, these
individuals that were there, and It was a representation from

across the state, theysaidthey are willing to help as long as
the money goes. Theideathat we have reduced this eases some
of their concerns. They want to see what this will do. And I'm
sure they realize thatit"sgoing to take some time. Going to a

five dollar instead of ten, that"s half the money the Game and
Parks Commission will have to work with, but it will give them
something to start with. And this will be a project, as was the
habitat stamp that has passed, there®s dollars in there now to
do the type of work that we need to do. So I'm hoping this will

help grow it. One other point 1is that these individuals
designated the areas that they would Ulike to see worked on
first. And naturally it come up with the heaviest used areas,

which are some of the impoundments that the Game and Parks
Commission own, other areas,...

SENATOR CROSBY: One minute.

SENATOR AVERY: ...and I think they were looking and considering
the young people, is some of your local parks, bodies of water
close to communities so the people can get out there. It"s not
a big expense, youdon"thave to drive halfway across the state,
but you can gettherequickly. And those areas need a lot of

work. In Omaha there"s a lot of park lakes, small park lakes.
This is the type of areas that need seme of these resource and
these dollarsto go to. So 1 would hope you would support this
and, again, 11l try to answer any questions as well. Thank
you.

SENATOR CROSBY: Thank you, Senator Avery. Senator Bromm, on
the Hillman amendment.

SENATOR BROMM:  Thank you, Madam Chairperson. When the original
338 came out of committee, I'm one that voted against it and

spoke against it because primarily 1 thought it was too much of
a jump in the fee by having a ten to fifteen dollar price all in
one Tfell swoop. And even though we had fishermen who would
support that 1 felt, overall, for the state, it was just too
large of a jump and it might have an adverse effect on a number
of people who chose to fish, and 1 didn’t want to do that. 1 do
appreciate Senator Hillman"s proposal. 1 think it"s a gocl
compromise on the fee. And |1 think the bill does have a lot of
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
