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say that this person has either a mental abnormality or a
personality disorder that makes it likely this person will 
commit that act again, then that person is deemed a violent 
sexual offender and must register for this ten-year period, 
minimum, and maybe more, despite the fact that the act itself 
was not sexual at all.
SENATOR BERNARD-STEVENS: (Microphone not activated
immediately.) ...the African drums...
SPEAKER WITHEM: One minute.
SENATOR BERNARD-STEVENS: ...are rolling in the background, I
think that's what we have in the Rotunda. Senator Abboud, would 
you yield to a question please? Senator Abboud?

Can you tell me why we should not agree to the,
this particular Chambers amendment?
SENATOR ABBOUD: Yes, federal requirement that states that we
have to have this language in the bill. That's the, that's my 
rationale for it And I have a copy of the federal rules if
you'd like, the federal law on it if you'd like to look at it.
SENATOR BERNARD-STEVENS: And the federal law is telling us as a
state these are the exact words you must put in your law?
SENATOR ABBOUD: Kidnapping of a minor, except by a parent, and
false imprisonment of a minor, except by a parent, yes.
SENATOR BERNARD-STEVENS: And if we don't, what'll happen?
SENATOR ABBOUD: Loss of federal funds.
SENATOR BERNARD-STEVENS: How much?
SENATOR ABBOUD: I think it's estimated 10 percent of our
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
