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Journals. So all this does is lists the inmate libraries as
those institutions which can once again receive copies of the
Session Laws and the Journals. Senator Kristensen is going to
offer his amendment, and if you have any questions of me, then I
will answer them while...in case you want to ask Senator 
Kristensen any questions about his amendment also.
SENATOR CROSBY: Thank you, Senator Chambers. Mr. Clerk.
ASSISTANT CLERK: Madam President, Senator Kristensen would move
to amend the bill. (See AM3093 on pages 748-49 of the 
Legislative Journal.)
SENATOR CROSBY: Senator Kristensen, on your amendment.
SENATOR KRISTENSEN: Thank you, Madam President and members of
the Legislature. Senator Chambers' is a needed bill and I think 
he's correct, it's an oversight. There was also an additional 
oversight with the Tax Equalization and Review Commission. They 
weren't authorized to get copies of the statutes, the Session 
Laws, and our Journals. As a matter of practice, we ought to be 
doing that when we create these bodies, they're going to be 
doing appeals. This amendment merely adds the Tax Equalization 
and Review Commission to that long list of people who we should 
have given statutes, Journals, and Session Laws to, forgot to do 
it, and I appreciate Senator Chambers' cooperation in allowing 
me to amend his bill today to correct that oversight. It saves 
as introducing another bill and having hearings and everything 
else. And with that I'd urge the adoption of the amendment.
SENATOR CROSBY: Thank you, Senator Kristensen. Any discussion
on the amendment? Senator Kristensen, do you want to close? he 
waives closing. The question is the adoption of the Kristensen 
amendment to LB 906. All in favor vote aye, opposed no. Record 
please.
ASSISTANT CLERK: 25 ayes, 0 nays on the adoption of Senator
Kri stensen's amendment.
SFNATOR CROSBY: The amendment is adopted. Anything further on
the bill?
ASSISTANT CLERK: Nothing further on the bill.
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
