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the fees associated with the enterprise funds and operations are 
critical enough that we should make sure that that language is 
written so that it accomplishes what I believe everybody has 
agreed to is the intent. And I will continue to work with the 
Chairman on that particular, on that particular issue also. And 
finally, the language that has been inserted relative to the 
fourteen-month budget period for cities for the current fiscal 
year, when we changed their fiscal year last year, a bill that I 
carried, I want to make suie that this addresses the various 
ways that this could have been handled by cities and villages. 
And will need just to indicate that more time, from my 
perspective, is eeded to make sure that we're addressing all 
of, all of those concerns. And, once again, I think that's 
something that can surely be done between now and Select File. 
And if any changes are needed or if there are policy discussions 
that need to occur, we'll continue to work with the Chairman of 
the Revenue Committee in trying to address those. With that I 
would indicate, once again, that I think that this is a 
reasonable compromise to the amendment that I was drawing up 
earlier. I thank the committee Chair again for bringing it 
forth and having it drafted. And while it doesn't do, of 
course, everything that I would like to see it do, I certainly 
pupport and would urge the membership to support amendment 40/8 
to the bill. Thank you, Madam President.
PRESIDENT ROBAK: Thank you, Senator Maurstad. Senator
Coordsen, to speak to the Warner amendment.
SENATOR COORDSEN: Thank you, Madam President and members of the
body. I'm not going to say anything different than what Senator 
Warner and Senator Maurstad said, but only to reemphasize that 
the original committee amendment to 299 presented some rather 
difficult problems for municipalities of all sizes in the state 
of Nebraska because of the wide array of enterprise funds that 
cities had depending upon the size and depending upon what the, 
what the citizens within that community wanted to have 
accomplisned for themselves. So I am of the opinion, and I'll 
certainly be listening to the rest of the debate, but I am of 
the opinion that AM4078, while it doesn't remove certainly all 
the objections to 299, and we would hope that it wouldn't, from 
people who are in government, I think it addresses, in a fair 
and equitable way, those problems that many municipalities, most 
municipalities were going to have with having a restricted 
budget for the purpose of growth, and having enterprise funds
