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SENATOR CROSBY: Serator Dierks.
SENATOR DIERKS: This amendment, Madam President, members of the
body, this amendment is one that provides that the Department of 
Health can have the authority to disburse the community funds 
that would go as part of the matching dollars for this program. 
I think it matches the 90,000 on the A bill. These...this is 
just the authority for the communities... for the Department of 
Health to let this money...put this money back in the community.
SENATOR CROSBY: Discussion on the Dierks amendment? Seeing
none, Senator Dierks. He waives closing. The question is the 
adoption of the Dierks amendment to LB 373A. All in favor vote 
aye, opposed no. Record, please.
CLERK: 25 ayes, 0 nays, Madam President, on the adoption of
Senator Dierks' amendment to the bill.
SENATOR CROSBY: The amendment is adopted.
CLERK: I have nothing further on the bill, Senator.
SENATOR CROSBY: Senator Maurstad.
SENATOR MAURSTAD: Madam President, I'd move to advance LB 373A
to E & R for engrossment.
SENATOR CROSBY: You've heard the motion to advance LB 373A to
E & R for engrossment. All in favor 3ay aye. Opposed no. It 
is advanced. We'll pass over 515. LB 233.
CLERK: LB 233. Senator, I do have E & R amendments pending to
233.
SENATOR CROSBY: Senator Maurstad.
SENATOR MAURSTAD: Madam President, I would move to adopt the
E & R amendments to LB 233.
SENATOR CROSBY: You've heard the motion to adopt the E & R
amendments to LB 233. All in favor say aye. Opposed no. T1 ey 
are adopted.
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
