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argument was presented, how he neatly put me into submission, 
and I am saying it on the mike because as I have told Senator 
Maurstad when he whipped me the other day, that it's nice to win 
but it's even more enjoyable when the one that you whipped is 
aware that you whipped him. So I want Senator Brashear to know 
that I recognize the fact that I have been trounced, and I hope 
it adds to his enjoyment of this victory. I hope that you will 
adopt what is labeled the Chambers amendment, although, in fact, 
it represents an exemplification of why I say don't enter a 
no-first-strike pact with a cobra. I have been struck, but I am 
going to support the amendment.
SENATOR COORDSEN: Thank you, Senator Chambers. Senator
Chambers, all at once the cobra disappeared and there is no one 
else on except Senator Chambers for closing on his amendment, 
and closing is waived. So the issue...the question before the 
body is the adoption of the Chambers amendment to LB 1368. 
Those in favor please vote aye, those opposed na». Record, 
Mr. Clerk.
ASSISTANT CLERK: 26 ayes, 0 nays on the adoption of Senator
Chambers' amendment.
SENATOR COORDSEN: The Chambers amendment is adopted. Anything
further on the bill, Mr. Clerk?
ASSISTANT CLERK: Mr. President, the next amendment I have is
offered by Senator Wesely. It is AM3555 and can be found in the
bill books.
SENATOR COORDSEN: Ser>ator Wesely, to open... Senator Wesely, to
open on your amendment.
SENATOR WESELY: Thank you. Mr. President, memoers of the
Legislature, this amendment is one that I had filed on General
File and refiled over on Select File. It deals with illegal
aliens receiving...being able to be hired by companies under 
these tax break bills and receiving credits as a result. If you 
recall, it was back about, I think it was about four or five 
years ago in Monford, in 1992, so we are talking four yeais ago, 
Monford, a packing plant in Grand Island, had a raid in which 
300 people were found to be illegal aliens and were deported 
from that facility, and then back a couple of years ago, the 
Excel meat packing plant in Schuyler likewise had a raid in
