SPEAKER WITHEM:  One minute.

SENATOR  BROMM: ...allow these situations to continue until
January 31 of "98, and if we say one year, I think it
complicates...

SENATOR BEUTLER: If | said January 31, 798,...

SENATOR BROMM:  Yes, ...

SENATOR BEUTLER: ...would that be okay?

SENATOR BROMM: ...that would be fine with me.

SENATOR BEUTLER: Okay.

SENATOR BROMM: Now 1 still think that those contracts under 4,
if any are entered into, are terminated on January 31 of "°3,
under this...under the language of lines 8 and 9 iIn Section 3,
but 1 must be reading it differently than yourself.
