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There is nobody on this Tfloor who could do something or say
something to make me vote against my interest. When people vote
or speak against their interest, that carries particular and
profound significance. In the law, when you"re talking about
the rules of evidence, there cannot be the admission of hearsay,
except under limited circumstances which are not applicable
here, and hearsay is a tale about a tale. It"s where a person
who 1is not present to testify and be cross-examined has
allegedly made a statement someplace else and one of the parties
to the action wants to submit that statement as evidence to
support his or her position in the case. Well, that is going to
be ruled inadmissible as hearsay. It is not something that one
of the persons involved in the action witnessed. It"'s a
statement by somebody else about something, so it"s rejected.
But here is one of the exceptions. A statement against interest
where a statement not made in court, made by one of the parties,
which was made and it is against the interest of the one making
the statement, that can be considered an exception to the
hearsay rule, and a statement against interest is allowed
admission. When a vote against interest 1is taken by a
Legislature, it demonstrates that the one who engineered that
activity 1is the one really in control, and not the legislators

who voted against their interest. But, brothers and sisters,
having been on the earth a great long time, understanding human
nature as 1 do, 1 am well aware of how a point can be reached

where a person will allow emotions to take over and, iIn that
instant, when they have taken the flame, so to speak, those
people will throw...

PRESIDENT MAURSTAD: One minute.

SENATOR CHAMBERS: ...everything to the wind and say, I"m going
to do this and regardless of consequences 1°m going to do It,
and I will abide those consequences. And it was under such

circumstances that 1 believe the old saw was fashioned which
says, sin iIn haste, repent at leisure. So, we"re going to have
a leisurely time here this morning and Monday because 1*m not
going to wear out and I"m not going to be deterred from what 1
promised you all 1 would do. The promise having been made to
the Legislature, it must be kept. Thank you, Mr. President.
