PRESIDENT MAURSTAD: Time.
SENATOR CHAMBERS: ...to a bracket motion.
PRESIDENT MAURSTAD: Thank you, Senator Chambers. The question
is Chambers amendment to the bracket motion on LB 175. Those in 
favor vote aye, those opposed nay. Mr. Clerk, please record.
CLERK: 6 ayes, 13 nays, Mr. President, on the adoption of the
amendment.
PRESIDENT MAURSTAD: The amendment is not agreed to. (Visitors
introduced.) For discussion on the bracket motion to LB 175__?
Senator Chambers, you have your closing remaining. Senator 
Chambers, you're recognized to close on the motion to bracket 
LB 175.
SENATOR CHAMBERS: (Laugh) Mr. President, members of the
Legislature, I couldn't get any sympathy based on my
deteriorated physical and emotional condition of yesterday, but 
I'm sure I would get some sympathy if people were aware of the 
harassment I'm receiving over here this morning.
