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PRESIDENT MAURSTAD: Mr. Clerk.
CLERK: Mr. President, Senator Chambers, you do have the first
amendment to the committee amendments, Senator.
SENATOR CHAMBERS: Oh, could you remind me what it is then?
CLERK: Page 7, line 27, strike "fifty" and insert
"twenty-five".
SENATOR CHAMBERS: I do recall.
PRESIDENT MAURSTAD: Senator Chambers, you're recognized to open
on your amendment.
SENATOR CHAMBERS: Thank you. Mr. President and members of the
Legislature, when I say page 7, I'm going by the way these pages 
would be numbered if each page were a separate sheet, but in the 
bill books, there are five sheets... three sheets altogether. So 
if you're looking at the sheets in the bill book, you would turn 
to the sheet with the number 4 at the bottom of the. page, and 
that would bring us to this amendment. I'm offering an 
amendment here because we're talking about what kind of matching 
funds must be available in order to get one of these grants. 
There is a matching fund provision when you're dealing with the 
ag sector and a matching provision when you come to this 
Microenterprise sector. Under the Microenterprise, the matching 
amount would be 50 percent. Under the ag sector, the matching 
amount would be 25 percent. So under the ag sector, a lot more 
money is made available but you don't have to come up with much 
in the way of matching funds or in-kind services to make up that 
total amount. I had talked to Senator Connealy about this 
because he was willing, I think, to discuss the matter. I don't 
know if he agreed to anything along this line, so I would like 
to ask him a question.
PRESIDENT MAURSTAD: Senator Connealy.
