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SENATOR ~ WICKERSHAM: ...1"d hesitate to...Senator, | would
hesitate to call it negotiation. |1 would say the same valuation
and scrutiny and equaliz...there"s no other word for it, the
same equalization process that any...that other properties that
are valued by other processes would go through.

SENATOR WEHRBEIN: Okay - That makes it clear. Okay, | guess
that®"s all | have. 1 have to say it"s a fairly thick bill to
get it all in. I was trying to listen carefully to what

you. . .but you have about four bills in this, if I"m correct.
SENATOR WICKERSHAM: Yes.

SENATOR WEHRBEIN: Thank you. Thank you. I would say one more
thing. Maybe 1'm, Mr. Speaker, I gave my time back and I didn"t
in. ..

SPEAKER KRISTENSEN: You may continue.

SENATOR WEHRBEIN: I...1 had...l have a note here from a county
official, just came in this...a week...a few days ago, and they
want me to oppose this bill and 1...it"s.._they"re concerned
about the partial equalization of the county board, and 1 don"t
know quite what that means or the practical application of the
county board LB 968. I"m not clear on what that means. |
assume there®"s a concern because this 1is a rather thick
amendment that"s maybe hard to understand, if there"s some
technicalities in it.

SENATOR WICKERSHAM: Well, ...
SENATOR WEHRBEIN: I"m...yeah, 1°d let...

SENATOR  WICKERSHAM: ...Senator, 1711 be happy to try to flesh
out whatever that concern is. 1.._.1 know of no real organized
opposition to the bill. I can"t say that you haven®t gotten

someone who says that you ought to oppose some particular
provision, but we"ve not received that kind of information in
our office. 1711 be happy to try to respond...
