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retirement system for N ebr aska's p ublic emp loyees. And I
believe that effic iency and fairness are vital to the
effectiveness of our commi ttee sy s tem and also to the
Legislature. I pledge to you to be fair, to listen not only to
committee members but al s o to th e publ ic, a nd to conduct
hearings in a fair and impartial manner. If elected, I would be
very ho nored t o se r v e as you r Cha i r , and wo r k ve r y har d t o c a r r y
out the responsibilities of this committee. Thank you.
