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the session that would be by number, but I'm sure we would not
have a lot of working days after that. So we would have to come
here, buckle down, and PEAP I think would fly, fly away very
quickly, unless you all wanted to come back to a special

session. What do I think the likelihood is that this motion
will be adopted? There is none. I may not even take it to a
vote, but maybe I will. All I'm doing is passing time and

spending time, and from time to time I'm going to mention what
I'm doing this for. The university is being cut. Tuition will
be raised. The students who came to this school, NU, paying a
certain amount in tuition, will have to pay more, so you're
breaking faith with them. There are professors who are tenured
and they may be on the chopping block as far as losing their
job. Tenure is supposed to protect them from that. People
often have their hopes dashed, their dreams shattered, like the
young woman at Concordia who lost her captaincy because of her
religion which differed from that of the church that ran
Concordia, one of those private schools that you all want to
give money to and that 1 don't. You talk about shattering
dreams. Who stood on this floor to speak about the terrible
thing that happened to that young woman? Senator Engel isn't
concerned about that student. Nobody who's talked about
students on this floor is concerned about her, but I, who am
cast...

SENATOR CUDABACK: One minute.

SENATOR CHAMBERS: ...as8 the villain, will see these
individuals. They have faces, they have names, they have
families, and they are misled into coming to these schools, then
they're treated unfairly. Then everybody else gets quiet, they
look away and pretend it didn't happen. Because you can't deal
with reality. You can recede into denial, and I refuse to do
that. So I'm going to persist in my struggles. That motion
says that this bill would be bracketed until May 25 of this
Year. Thank you, Mr. President.

SENATOR CUDABACK: Thank you, Senator Chambers. You've heard
the opening on the motion to bracket LB 407 till May 25, 2003.
