36 ayes,
0 nays, Mr. President, on the adoption of the confirmation
report.

PRESIDENT HEINEMAN: The confirmation report is adopted. Next
item, Mr. Clerk.

CLERK: Mr. President, on Final Reading, Senator Jensen would
move to return LB 667 to Select File for a specific amendment,

AM1551. (Legislative Journal page 1474.)

PRESIDENT HEINEMAN: Thank you, Mr. Clerk. The Chair would
recognize Senator Jensen.

SENATOR JENSEN: Thank you, Mr. President, members of the
Legislature. I have filed a motion to return LB 667 for

adoption of AM1S551. As you remember, LB 667 is a priority bill
of the Health and Human Services Committee. Part of the bill
deals with the 1licensure of mail service pharmacies that do
business in Nebraska. AM1551 1is introduced to make three
changes in the provisions related to the due process, and to
avoid any potential conflict with the commerce clause of the
United States Constitution. LB 667 requires a mail service
pharmacy to employ at least one pharmacist who is 1licensed in
this state. The amendment provides that the pharmacist is
responsible to ensure compliance by mail service pharmacy with
provisions of the Mail Service Pharmacy Licensure Act. The
current language in the bill is broader, and provides that the
Nebraska-licensed pharmacist 1is responsible for compliance by
the mail service pharmacy with all pharmacy laws of this state.
Secondly, AM1551 makes a similar change in Section 9 of the
bill, dealing with discipline of a mail service “-harmacy
license. Currently, the bill provides that the licease of a
mail service pharmacy can be disciplined for a violation of the
Mail Service Pharmacy Licensure Act, and for any act by the
licensee, in this state or any other state, which constitutes a
violation of any 1law or rule or regulation of this state
relating to the operation of a pharmacy. The amendment adds,
after "Mail Service Pharmacy Licensure Act" the phrase: or
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
