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as or more importantly, I want to talk about whether you feel
this proposition, whether it's broadened to include the ethics
function or narrow as it will be amended, whether you want that
on the ballot in the sprinU and perhaps add a second proposition
to this bill with a po ssible salary increase, flat salary
increase proposition in November. Because I think that this
bill could be amended to have two propositions in it — one to put
to the voters in the spriny and one in the fall-and that may be
a conversation we want to have. Havtny said that, Senator
Enyel, thank you for the bit of additional time and I'd yield
back t o y ou .

SENATOR CUMBACK: Senator Enyel.

SENATOR ENGEL: Thank y ou, Senator Beutler. The committee
amendment to LR 3CA would chanUe the proposed Ethics and
Ceapcesation Re view Commission to t he Compensation Review
Commission. I think Senator Beutler has already discussed that.
And the Compensation Review Commission would ba gi v e n t he
responsibility to review compensation for members of the
Leyislature and then submit a report to the Governor and t he
Leyislature recommendinS any ad justments to such compensation.
The Leyislature than could introduce leyislation approving,
disapprovinS, or reduciny the recommended adjustment, but not to
increase it. The members of the commission are appointed by the
Governor and the commission reviews and submits the report
recommandinU any adjustment every fourth year after t he
submission of the oriyinal recommendation. The proposal will be
• ubmitted to the voters at the Nay 2004 primary election. I ' d
reyaest your approval of this amendment. Thank you.
