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amendments, where they renumbered all the sections, is now the
hill. So if you want to refer to the E & R amendments, that' s
AN7159, that's what we' re working off of now. E B R a mendments
obviously were nothing major, other than they renumbered all
these sections, which nearly all of them had to be r enumbered.
So the amendment, AN2370, strikes that 10 days and gives people
30 days. And the other issue on AN2370 is on page 42, line 4.
Now, this was the amendment, AN7159, that reinstates the
stricken matter that Senator Chambers and I had agreed to o n
General File, to le ave the fee at 41 for these records people
requested from Department of M otor Vehicles. We amended it on
the floor on Ge neral File with FA141S. We o nly caught one
instance where this was cited where we had to correct it
with...or where we si mply reinstated the old language with
FA1418. As I said, there was one section in th ere t hat w e
missed, and we...this simply picks that up. So I'd be glad to
answer any questions on the amendment. Thank you.

SENATOR WEHRBEIN: Thank you, Senator Baker. Senator Chambers.

SENATOR CHANBERS: Nr. President, members of the Legislature, I
want to ask Senator Baker a question for clarification.

SENATOR WEHRBEIN: Senator Baker .

S ENATOR BAKER: Y e s .

SENATOR CIIANBERS: Senator Baker, we' re working from AN7159?

SENATOR BAKER: Yes, that's correct.

SENATOR CHANBERS: And you said that if we go 'to page 42, the 31
would be reinstated and the 63 stricken?

SENATOR BAKER: Tha t' s...the Sl is reinstated. It reinstates
the original language.

S ENATOR CHANBERS: It doesn't do that in my c opy o f AN7159,
unless there's an additional amendment to it.

SENATOR BAKER: That's the amendment we' re working on now,
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
