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the country legally, but...
SENATOR BEUTLER: Okay.

SENATOR SYNOWIECKI: ...cannot, for immigration law reasons or
purposes, obtain a driver...or excuse me, obtain a Social
Security number.

SENATOR BEUTLER: Okay.
SENATOR SYNOWIECKI: That's...

SENATOR BEUTLER: And it's not your intention, for example, to
enable somebody who is a U.S. citizen and has a Social Security
number to walk in and say, I can't produce one, and allow him to
get a driver's...him or her to get a driver's license? 1Is that
correct?

SENATOR SYNOWIECKI: Well, I...my reading of the committee
amendments...of the bill, LB 559, is that it's not necessary to
produce a physical Social Security card, Senator Beutler. They
need to produce--and I might be wrong, but that's mnmy
reading--they need to produce the numbers from their Social
Security card.

SENATOR BEUTLER: Okay. I think I understand what you're
saying. But if I'm a United States citizen, I need to produce
either the Social Security number or the card in order to
verify. That's your intent, right?

SENATOR SYNOWIECKI: Well, that would be the bill's intent.

SENATOR BEUTLER: You're not trying to change it for those who
are U.S. citizens, for example?

SENATOR SYNOWIECKI: No, that would not be my intent.

SENATOR BEUTLER: You're just trying to change it for aliens who
cannot get a Social Security number, correct?

SENATOR SYNOWIECKI: Well, Senator Beutler, this amendment was
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
