SENATOR CUDABACK: Thank you, Mr. Clerk. We now move, next
agenda item, General File, 2004 senator priority bills.
Mr. Clerk.

CLERK: Mr. President, LB 962, a bill discussed yesterday,
offered by the Natural Resources Committee, relating to water
management. The committee amendments were offered. Subsequent

to that offering, a motion...a request, I should say, for
division was made. The committee amendments were divided into,
I believe, 13 separate components. The Legislature was
considering, Mr. President, the first division, which is FA1502.
There were amendments offered to that that were successful. 1
do have an amendment to that component of the committee
amendments, Mr. President. (FA1502, Legislative Journal
page 817.)

SENATOR CUDABACK: Thank you, Mr. Clerk. Senator Schrock, would
you like to give us a brief review of FA1502?

SENATOR SCHROCK: FAl502 is, I believe, the division...the first
division that we are taking up on LB 962. I think it's
Sections 1 through 12. Most of it deals with surface water.
With that, I would relinguish the rest of my time back to the
