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economically justified in the long-term sense, are you not?

SENATOR FRIEND: Well, that among other things, Senator. I mean
if you...let me...can I give you • guick example?

SENATOR SEUTLER: Sur e .

SENATOR FRIEND: Acco rding to the la nguage that I read on
page 4, line 15, when Senator Synowiecki and I were discussing
this, the renovation means alterations on an existing building
which will cost more than 50 percent of the replacement cost of
such a building at the t ime the work is commenced. I guess
"economically feasible," to me, would mean this; you make those
Sl...on a 5100,000 unit, you make those 5 51,000 w o r t h o f
renovations, that $51,000 worth of renovations is the only thing
that would technically fall under the 2003 IECC. They wouldn' t
have to go through the rest of that complex and to bring it up
to speed. If th ey...if that was the reguirement, i f t he
language was re guiring that, I think the dialogue that Senator
Synowiecki and I had earlier would have been a concern to me
because you' re talking about a person having to come in and that
would have prevented them fr om ma king the changes to that
hundred thousand...I mean if we would have said, hey, you better
go through that whole 4100,000 complex and you better bring i t
to 2003 IECC standard, the whole thing, then you' re talking
about, as far as I'm concerned, that would be a tough economic
justification. You' ve got a guy that says, look, I can't do it.
I don't have the funding to do that because you' re telling me to
take care of the stuff that we haven't even renovated here. Now
I would also submit to you that a lot of the renovations and a
1c t of the new building that ' s going on, Se n at or , I mean
economically justified isn't going to come up that often because
the fact of the matter is there are a lot of manufacturers that
are producing stuff right now that's just...that's what w e ' re
all using. I mean we' re just not up to code with,.

SENATOR HARTNETT: One minute.

SENATOR FRIEND: . . . you know, th e 2 003 I ECC code . So I gu e ss
what I'm saying is we' re not going to ru n into "economically
justified" that often. 1st me give you an example of where we
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
