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about this list of 33 people who have agreed to shut Smith up.
I haven't seen it. I asked to see the list of names, and I was
refused. Maybe it's out there. 1 was told before that there
are 33, those required to shut Smith up in this case. But
AM3602 I think is a reasonable issue. So far, none of my
amendments have been adopted when they're my amendments. Two of
them have been adopted when they're someone else's amendments.
They were rejected at an earlier stage, when they could have
been changed at that stage, on the other bill, the old strategy.
Now the new strategy of getting LR 11CA moved forward by going
to the fallback bill certainly revives it. I mean, one of the
primary proponents said, I throw in the towel, after the last
one. I don't know who picked up the towel, or what was under it
when the towel was picked up, or how it smelled, because a force
from Las Vegas, who paid a $1 million fine, is pounding hard, is
pounding hard. Prior to 1978,...

SENATOR CUDABACK: One minute.

SENATOR SMITH: ...in federal action relating to casinos, there
was only Nevada, New Jersey, basically Las Vegas and
Atlantic City. WYe didn't have these all across the country.
Federal action prompted that. And little by little there are
more and more casinos, and some are intimidated. But look at
how most of it goes back to Las Vegas. Millions and millions
and millions of dollars, so much so that someone, very
willingly, apparently, paid a $1 million fine, a $1 million fine
for rigging a prize to give a Mercedes with a secret ticket,
foregone conclusion of who won the Mercedes-Benz, and handed
over a $20,000 chip for someone to play because they'd already
lost a lot of money. I wonder how much they 1lost, for the
Las Vegas casino to say, here,...

SENATOR CUDABACK: Time.
SENATOR SMITH: ...$20,000 back. I'm sorry, Mr. President?
SENATOR CUDABACK: Time, Senator.

SENATOR SMITH: Thank you.
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
