SENATOR B RASHEAR: But they'd tell you then they wouldn't have
entered into the contract.

SENATOR CHAMBERS: Say it again.

SENATOR BRASHEAR: T h ey'd tell you they w ouldn't have entered
into the contract.

SENATOR CHANBERS: Th ey w ha t ?

SENATOR B RASHEAR : Th ey wou ld not ha ve entered into the
contra t, the other states. Th i s wa s a contr act amo ng and
b et w e ~ i s t a t e s .

SENATOR CHAMBERS: But the fact is, had.

SENATOR WEHRBEIN: One minute.

SENATOR C HAMBERS: ...this state not agreed to be sued, there
would have been no lawsuit, there would have been no litigation,
there would have been no judgment, correct?

SENATOR BRASHEAR: I think I can agree to that.

SENATOR CHAMBERS: Ok ay . Th at's all I will ask him, because my
time is running out. They already have gotten something from
the state. So Senator Bromm is not saying, with his a m endment,
they ge t no int erest . Th ey g et a rate that would not be
considered usurious. An d I'm surprised t h at these Ch ristians
would allow a ny in t erest at all, because that's not biblical,
and they want to bring the Bible in, in other times. T hey ev en
have people up h ere praying every morning. But when it' s
convenient, they throw it out the window. They ought to take
what they can get and be happy. T h ank you, Nr. President.
