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money, and you're throwing money to these private schools? You
know that I'm not going to be on your bandwagon. I'm going to
be trying to make the wheels come off. And this time, instead
of having Senator Wehrbein to kick around, I'll have Senator Don
Pederson to kick around. We can stop some of this right here.
We don't have to say, because somebody lives in a certain
location, they are going to be able to go to some of these
private schools and have the state foot the bill. Put public
money in the public education system. The Catholics have a
parallel, competing system, preschool to postgrad, the only
ones, and they're drawing public money at all levels. They get
textbooks loaned to them, other ways that the public is
underwriting Catholic schools. People are afraid to say that,
but that's true. Creighton is a Catholic school. 1 went there.
I know about Catholic education. I know that they all but own
Milwaukee. That's where a lot of the books were printed. And
when they write "Milwauchicus," or something like that--they
Latinized everything on these books to show you where they came
from--1'd say, it's straight from the pit. These were so-called
philosophy books, but they were really theology bocks. We don't
owe any state money to private education. If the university has

all the money that it needs, then maybe I could be prevailed
on...

SENATOR CUDABACK: One minute.

SENATOR CHAMBERS: ...not to fight so hard. But they come here
with a pitiful mouth. And there are members on the floor of the
Legislature who will speak in behalf of the university, but they
won't speak at a time like this, when we can make it clear that
there 1is not enough money to adequately fund public education.
People can send their children to these private schools if they
want to. If they want them to be taught religion, let them go
to the schools where it's taught. But the public money should
not underwrite it. Is that my third time, Mr. President?

SENATOR CUDABACK: It is, Senator.
SENATOR CHAMBERS: Thank you.

SENATOR CUDABACK: But you may now close, if you care to.
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
