I think Senator Hannibal won that
exchange, but it is one of those situations where sometimes if a
bill is advanced and a directive is given to an agency of
government, then it could appear irresponsible not to give the
m oney necessary t o ca r r y o u t t hat pa r t i cu l a r d i r ect i ve . It
could appear irresponsible, but on the other hand, it may not
be. I want to make a comment about what it is we are doing here
today, and this is in all seriousness, so I am not going to look
at Senator Hannibal over there. If we really are trying to make
the public whole from what was done by LB 773, it means that we
are going to restore what the status quo was at that time. If
th re are six people in 1987 and two of them were mugged , and
then in 1989 we are going to make that situation correct, is it
proper to divide what was taken from those two who were mu g ged
among all six? If that is what we are doing, then LB 739 is not
making whole those who were harmed. I f that is not what is
being done by 739, then I would like to know that t hat is n o t
w hat i s b ei ng d o n e . So, rather than ask Senator Hannibal the
question because I don't want to seem to be ba dgering him,
unless he doesn't mind answering it, and t h i s wi l l b e a se r i ou s
question.
