And I think the important thing now is
that we make a decision on whether we want to select this pilot
or not, and move on, and then begin the fight over where we' re
going t o l a n d t h i s sh i p , whether it's 1238 or some other bill
that was heard by the Natural Resources Committee. I' ve sat
through most of those hearings , and t h ey ar e v ery i nt en s e ,
bitter disagreements over how we got in this problem.

that place some kinds of requirements, that as our compact's
commissioner, Dr. Thorson, then knows that he is to aggressively
pursue and receive the assurances that we, as a s t a t e , n e e d i n
the role that we' re going to play as the host site.
