The trouble is t h at i t ' s very difficult to f ind g ood a n d
g ual i f i e d p e o p l e t o be pub l i c d e f e n d e r s . One is it doesn't pay
very well, but, two, it's not a very popular or glamourous job
because oftentimes in small counties they defend people who are
not exactly the favorites of the community and the problem that
we' ve run into is in these smaller counties we can't always find
someone in the county to run for public defender, a nd o n c e
y ou' ve c r ea t e d the position, there is not a statutory language
that would allow them to appoint an o ut-o f - c o u n t y a tto rne y t o
serve as a public defender and, thus, we' re stuck with no public
defenders.
