I ce r t a i r 1 v a p p r e c ia t e
the work that they' ve done on the bill, and by the I. ovisions of
the bill we try to make a cap, we try to make hold the bill down
under 500 , 0 0 0 f o r ea c h a nd ev e ry y ea r . If you will look at my
passout on page 2, part 1, will address the total cost of t h e
bill. There is one portion of it,the rural assistance. As I
say, I have all due respect for the fiscal office and the fiscal
analyst and so on, on this bill, but the number of students that
they have used for the rural incentive is. . . l e t ' s see , 150 B S N s ,
75 ADN or diploma the first year and 75 LPNs for example. Last
y ear a n d b y o u r L B 8 9 0 s t u d y , we have, I believe, 307 projected
additional nurses all in Nebraska for 1989 and 1 9 9 0 , 368 n ew
nurses in the S tate of Nebraska. Using the fiscal note that
they are using, they are using a total o f 3 00 n ur s e s f or t h e
rural incentive program. I would sa y i t wou l d b e a ve r y , very
successful program if we were to have that many nurses move t o
the rural area. If we could only get half or one-third of them
I would be more than pleased. So, frankly, it is possible
within the realm that if every nurse graduated and every nurse
went to the rural area, but you and I know that t hat wi l l n ot
happen. So I, frankly, in due respect to the fiscal office and
so on, I would cut those incentives down at least $100,000
because we do not have that many nurses graduating and naturally
they are not g oing to be,all of them are going to go in the
rural areas. So I do want to mention that to the body. I f . . . I
asked them about this and as they explained if there is any
money or financial aid left over in the fund, that goes back to
t he G e n e ra l Fun d . It is hard on my bill to call.. . t o h a v e
another $1 0 0 ,000 e ach ye ar i n t h er e that we d on't anticipate
spendirg , bu t ag ai n , they ar e co r r ec t . Th e re are. . . i t i s
possible, but the money will just go back to the Genera l Fund ,
so with that, it has been amended then to use the higher or the
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amounts as 470,000 the first year and I would cut that d own a t
least a hundred, in fact, mine, it's almost impossible for a BSN
or...and it i s impossible for an LPN o r an a s s oc i a t e wh e n t h ey
start the program to even get the incentives in the first year.
And if yo u wi ll notice, the bill does call for incentives for
the first year, but I do want to explain it to the b ody, I ' m
suffering from the same th i ng on the fiscal note. I don ' t
expect it to be near that much money.

But , i f you wi l l go back
to my di scussion on the l oor , I sa i d i t wa a l mos t ab so l ut el y
impossible for the fiscal note, for the first year, t o b e a s
great as it was orig inally b rough t down t o me. I t was
originally $470,072, and I s ai d t ha t i t . . . I j u s t couldn ' t see
how it co uld possibly be that because there were not that many
nurses in training now. And the provision of the bill, t h ere
could not be that many nurses move out and collect the incentive
for serving in the rural area, because we didn't have that many
in training. So they have r educed . And , i n c i d en t al l y , I d i d n ' t
even ask them to do that for me, but I appreciate t h i s . The y
have reduced the fiscal note down to $249,175 this year, a nd fo r

amendment.
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the next year the fiscal note has been r educed down f r o m 6 7 7 , 0 0 0
to 595,000. And, also since my original bill had the Department
of Education to administer it, and it was amended on the floor
to have the Health Department administer it. And s i n c e i t i s
n ow not a s s i m p l e a s i t was or i g i n a l l y , and does h a v e t o d o w i t h
student loans and granting loans and so o n , t h e y ar e a sking f o r
an additional fund to administer the program. And, with that, I
will answer any questions. I f n o t , I move f o r t h e . . . t o r e t u r n
the bill to Select File.
