A phrase that we never hear on this floor, yes, but. I would
direct your attention, since we seem to be hung up on the issue
of money, that the $8.27 that is listed in the fiscal note
includes the cost for postage of mailing pl ates and
correspondence. I have been informed by one of the officers of
the Ak-Sar-Ben Amateur Radio Club in Omaha that, in fact, the
person who asks for their plates by mail does have that mailing
cost added cn. So, essentially, according to the figures I have
in front of me, we are looking at about a $5.62 originating cost
for an amateur radio plate. I f yo u t a k e t he b i l l , unamended,
and we are talking about the amendment, you would find that the
$2 that is originally stipulated in the bill would r et u r n $6,

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which w o uld cov e r t he extra cost of issuing that particular
plate. I wou ld suggest to you this morning that as has been
indicated by several previous testifiers that this plate differs
rather substantially from what we would commonly accept as
prestige plates in the State of Nebraska. Yes, t h e r e i s an
identification of the person in the vehicle by having their call
signs on the license plate of a vehicle, but t here i s a go od
sound r e a son t o d o t h i s . This license plate, in the case of an
emergency, i s t he i r i den t i f i c at i o n b a dge t o a l l m e mbers o f l aw
enforcement officers, the militia, whoever is in charge of the
secur i t y o f a n ar ea . I would suggest to you that in n ot too
distant hi story the tornado that struck Omaha, t he on l y
communications that was available for several days was that that
was provided by the amateur radio peop l e i n the State of
Nebraska. S ome well over 100 of them assisted in the effort in
that particular area. You can g o ac r o ss the state, floods,
b l i z z a r ds , wh a te v e r , this amateur radio pl ate is more of an
ID badge than the prestige of the other types of plates that
have been discussed this morning. So wit h t h a t i n mi n d , I would
say that with the amount of money that we s pend i n o t h e r ar e a s
in assisting local rescue units, fire departments, all of those
t hat do h e l p u s in c a s e s o f e mergency, we offer the amateur
radio people nothing in return for their investment o f t i me ,
equipment, and expertise. I would suggest to you that trying to
make money for the state from their service is simply not right,
and that in t his p articular case, that to r ecover t h e ac t u a l
cost of providing this license plate for the members of th at
organization that want to carry that on their vehicle would be
not right, that it should be only the amount of actual cost. So
I would urge the defeat of the amendment in this particular
case, a l t h o ug h I would support the extra fees in other cases
where it is strictly personal prestige, and t ha t t he b i l l be
adopted as i t w a s o r i g i na l l y w ri t t en . Thank you .

When we have become inundated in that
country, they have helped with getting ambulanc s to r a n c he s t o
get pregnant mothers to town, and they have done an extremely
fine job of public service, and I believe this is one of t h e
ways that (e can offer them some small amount of recompense for
what they do. I would not support the amendment either. I
would l i k e t o se e t h i s t h i ng s et r i gh t wh e r e t h e b i l l h a s i t , at
$2, and then I would support the bill. Thank you .

SENATOR SNITH: Tnank you, Nr. Chairman, members of the body. I
am not going to "..apeat the things that were said. I h o p e y ou
were listening to what Senator Coordsen and Senator Dierks have
said to you about the public service that is provided by the Ham
radio operators, and I agree with Senator Dierks. Evid ently
S enator Ne l so n not only doesn't have operators in her district
but, evidently, my operators, w hich nu mbe r abou t 50 i n t h e
organization in Adams County, must have gone over to the tornado
disaster in Grand Island some years ago and provided that public
service in the emergency that they had there after the tornado,
because that is exactly who was on line at that point i n t i me ,
and who provided the communication and the link for those people
in that disaster, not only that disaster but the Omaha disaster,
and a s Sen a t o r Di er k s has said, many other kinds of things.
When l i ne s a r e d own, when communications are out, these kinds of
people are there to provide the service. They provide it free,

on deck .
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and I don't think that we should be charging them to provide
this ser v i ce , bec ause if they didn' t, we would find that we
would be paying a heck of a lot more to make sure t h a t we had
that kind of service availab le . I will not support this
amendment. T h ank you.

SPEAKER BARRETT: Senator Beyer, Senator Hartnett on deck.

SENATOR BEYER: Mr. Speaker and colleagues, I guess a l ot of
this started a year ago because it was my amendment that put the
$10 o n i t . We have researched t h i s . We have ha d . . . t h e
committee has had all kinds of request for specialized plates.
We have got the POW plates in the past year, the Pearl Harbor
survivor plates. This year we had the D.A.V and the O r de r of
the Purple Heart. W e looked at the cost of these plates. We
discussed it with the groups, and I have no qu a l ms a bout w h a t
the amateur radio people do. As far as I can find out, they all
paid the $10. None of them quit taking the plate just because
it was raised to $10. We have a lot of people that do a lot of
services. Our volunteer firemen that get out and do tremendous
amount of service at no reimbursement to them of any k ind, and
they were looking at plates this year. We did talk them out of
it. But what we d'id, w e went back and r e s e arched th e c o s t . We
tried to analyze that the cost could go up over a period of time
a s everything r a i s e s , so we decided that we would set the $5 fee
on all plates. We will have the uniformity clause on the other
plates as they come in, on the ones that we passed in t he pas t
years, to become effective i n January o f 1 9 9 0 , which Senator
Lamb will address when we get to those bills, and that is,
basically, what we allowed. Rather than to try to come in and
i ncrease costs every t h ree ye ars o r so, we would put the cost up
there that would be reimbursable to the state for all p lates
that are in the special category that are now being asked for,
and, hopefully, that explains part of the reason as t o wh y we
went to the $5. I don't think anybody denies what theamateur
radio people do. I don't think you can deny what our Pe ar l
Harbor s u r v i v ors , our disabled vets, and all those, have done
over the years. They were more than agreeable to paying their
fair share of the cost . We had talked to them about the
increase. They have no problem with the increase on t he ot h e r
b ills. So I kind of think that all of those people have
performed a service. Some of you or us t hat ha v e neve r went
i nto t he . . . ha d to go to war or anything and have toask for
these special plates, I guess we kind of appreciate the fact of
what they did for us. So that w as the reason behind the
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rationale to making it $5, and it is for all special plates that
we will have a hearing on today, or that were issued in the last
couple of years. So that is the reason for i t . Than k y o u .

SPEAKER BARRETT: Senator Hartnett, please.

SENATOR HARTNETT: Nr. Speaker, members of the body, I simply
want to rise to support Senator Coordsen's bringing it b ack t o
$2 again. I guess maybe the Transportation Committee when they
did their research last year and brought it up t o t en , may be
t hey sh o u l d hav a done a better research and left it at five
where they are bringing it back to this year. So I simply
rise...I think Senator Dierks and Senator Smith and Senator
Coordsen did an excellent job explaining why the plates should
be left at $2 as the bill was originally proposed.

we have the Pearl Ha r bor vete rans, w e have the p r i s oners o f w a r .
Certainly, they have sacrificed for the public good. Also weh ave t h e di sa b l e d A merican v e t e r ans an d t he P u r p le Hea r t
recipients, and those bills are coming right u p. So t h e
decision of the committee wa s that we r ec o g n i z e t he
contributions of all those people, and there probably will be

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more groups in the future, and so we wanted to set a j u s t f ee
for all the people which covers the cost adequately,w ill n o t
have to be changed immediately to reflect higher costs. I
should also point out that the $8.27 on this bill is for three
years, but you can't just divide that by three to come u p wi t h
the annual cost because some people only get those license
plates for one year or two years rather than three years. So
there is a ne t lo ss on those plates that are issued for less
than three years. We have to go through the full three-year
cycle t o re cov e r . o u r co s t . So, you know, I think this $5 is
reasonable. Last year this body raised this fee from $1 to $10.
This body thought that was reasonable. I think even Senator
Coordsen agreed with that, but there has been a lot of
discussion about it, and there have been some inconsistencies
among these various plates which recognize the service of these
people, but, also, also acts somewhat as a prestige plate. So
the people that get these plates do gain some personal benefit.
Now our regular prestige plates, as you know, ar e $75 t o be
issued, and then $35 annually after the first year. So this . s
really a very minor amount in my opinion. I t i s c o n s i s t e nt. I t
reflects the best judgment of the committee that deliberated
long and hard on t his issue,and so I would just like to see
this $5 committee amendment stick on this one, and it will be
consistent on the next ones,and we wi l l , I thi n k, h a v e s o l v ed
the problem quite some time in the future. Thank you.
