This is a bill that
was introduced by the Natural Resources Committee. A s you wi l l
note, there were no negative votes when the bil l c am e out of
committee and there were no opponents to the bill at the public
hearing. The bill provides amendments to t he Neb raska
Chemigation Act. As you pr obably k now n a t u r a l r esou r c e s
districts are required to inspect persons who are b e li e v e d by
the district to be chemigating without a required permit. And
prior to inspection the district must give notice of intent to
inspect and make a reasonable effort to obtain consent for the
inspection. In em ergency si uations inspections may occur
without a warrant. ' This really closes a li ttle bit of a
loophole in the Chemigation Act that we have passed previously,
and I m ight add has b een p retty well accepted statewide as
"otection to our water supply. This merely gives the natural
resources district additional authority to go onto the land and
inspect the systems. I would ask that the bill be advanced.

Under that leg islation
municipalities became eligible for loans from the Nebraska
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Department of Environmental Control to construct or modify
publicly owned sewage treatment works. The amendments proposed
by LB 623 are for the most part the result of a statutory review
by the U.S. EPA. Most of the comments from EPA had to do w i t h
clarification of fund and account management. Other substantive
changes p r o p osed by the bill are the creation of a discounted
interest rate for short-term loans and t h e exp an s i o n o f t h e
definition of eligible items for construction. This i s a
r ela t i v e l y m i no r b i l l . I would ask that the bill be advanced.
