President and members, this is the last of
my amendments. Again,another alternative, I think, would be
better for the people we want t o he l p . LB 84 spreads t he
property tax relief across all property owners, a nd as a r e s u l t
it's going to some individuals and property owners that probably
have the ability to pay their property taxes more than o t he r s .
And my concern is primarily for the homeowners of thes tat e ,
that's where I hear the loudest cry for property tax relief,
i t ' s from homeowners. There's high property taxes in our homes
across the State of Nebraska. This b i l l wou l d t r i ck l e d own t o
homeowners about $130, I think, on average benefit, just taking
the average figures. W hen, in fact, if you t ook all of t h e
money here and provided it strictly as a homestead exemption to
our h omeowners, a g a in , which is constitutional a nd p r o v i d e d
under our Constitution, you would be able to provide $405 tax
relief to our homeowners. So the difference between $ 1 3 0 and
$405 is significant. If you could go back to your districts and
go to your homeowners, to your families, to your middle income
individuals, to your elderly and say you' re going t o g et $ 40 5
back o f f your pr oper t y t axes as a resu l t o f a ho mestead
exemption increase that we provided, I t h i nk you ' l l f i nd a
pretty welcome response from those people. But by doing this
sort of legislation you have here, by not h aving t h e cap , by
spreading i t ar ound across the board you leave only $130 to
these homeowners. Now these are the people I think we' re trying
to help. These are the folks that have b ee n cr y i ng out for
relief and assistance. These are the folks we can do much more
to help by adopting this amendment.
