SENATOR MOORE: Yes, Nr. President. As the Clerk mentioned,
this resolution, LR 220, commends the University of Nebraska at
Lincoln for establishing a Center for International Trade
Policy. Wh at this is, if you would care to look at the
resolution, it recognixes that the competitiveness of Nebraska
can be enhanced by providing an interdisciplinary education at
the university level encompassing international b usiness, l aw ,
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to make sure that we take care of the problem. This resolution
commends our congressional delegation for having worked hard on
this issue and the federal government for finally responding to
the issue. Our whole key under this resolution is to make sure
the federal government assumes the responsibilities they should,
having had these plants and having had the contamination we
found, and that they accept that responsibility and car r y ou t
that responsibility to clean up the problem that they created.
We plan to work with them. The Department of Environmental
Control, the Department of Health is the lead agencies of the
state to work with the federal government.

What this is is the approval for t he bon d
financing of Phase III of the rec center construction. Those o f
you that were around in 1987 will remember at that point in time
when we ap proved the i ndoor practice facility, that was the
first of three phases of activity in the total hyperfitness
area, whatever it was called, I forget. And Phase I and
Phase I I h a v e al r ea dy b e e n . . .Phase I an d Phase I I h ave a l r ea d y
been either built or in the process of being built and paid for,
and the university is coming down...coming back with LR 223, and
if you remember back, LR 69 t wo yea r s ago , i t b asica l l y
said . . . we ba s i c a l l y sai d w e ap p rove Phase I and Ph a s e I I and
Phase III; if on the chance that when you go to Phase III,and
Phase I I I i s r ebu i l d i n g o f t h e co l i se u m, which I w o u l d l i k e t o
explain a little bit, i f we g et t o Ph ase I I I , i t i s t h e
university's choice to use bond fin-ncing, and they must come
back to the Legislature for our approval. That is, indeed, what
has occurred. That is what LR 223 is talking about. I t g r a n t s
the authority for the university to bond up to $4.9 million for
the UN-L recreation/athletic facility.
